Introducing Hospitality INC  

  (I n the N ame of Christ)  
 

Hospitality INC is a new local mission opportunity for our church. 
 
Patterned after a rotating evening homeless shelter in Traverse City called “Safe Harbor,” 
Hospitality INC is spearheaded by Tim and Tammy Martin. It’s a rotating homeless shel-
ter that will use church buildings to provide emergency evening shelter during the cold 
winter months of November through March.  A hot meal, a warm cot, a safe place and a 
friendly smile will be provided every night by people like you. 
 
Our church has committed to being a host church the week of November 15-21. Our 
guests, area homeless adults, will check in between 6:00 and 8:00 each night and check out 
by 8:00 each morning. Guest rules will be in place. We will give our guests a warm supper 
and a breakfast. Cots and blankets are provided by Hospitality INC and food is furnished 
by volunteers. Many area churches that are unable to be a host church have agreed to be a 
“partner church” to provide volunteers, food, supplies, etc. 
 
Hospitality INC’s mission statement is “Living the Gospel of Jesus Christ by Providing 
Safe Emergency Shelter for Homeless Adults During Winter Months.” 
 
The success of this mission depends on volunteers: fourteen or more per night. We have 
volunteer opportunities for everyone. We need 
 Food Coordinators 
 Setup and Takedown Coordinator 
 Evening Visitors 
 Dinner/Snack Hosts 
 Breakfast Hosts 
 Emergency Backup 
 Overnight Hosts.
