HAITI MISSION TRIP JUNE 2011
By Dave Hamman

On Friday, June 10, 2011 a mission group of seven
teenagers and five adults flew together teaort
Prince (PAP), Haiti on a mission trip. Members in-
cluded Dave Hamman, team leader; Dr. Jennifer
Miller; her daughter, Alayna Reum; Wayne Disegna;
Shelbi Hardenbaugh; and Deana Raspotnik from
UMC of Ludington. Other members included Tim
Bryant, Andrew Yankee, and Cassandre MacDonnell
from Ludington; Rev. Dave Selleck from Martin;
Zachary Hamman (Dave's grandson) and Cathryn
Wang, both from Texas.

We arrived in PoduPrince the afternoon of June
10 and went to Dr. Rev. Junie & Hubert's guest-
house. On June 11, the team went to the Baptist
Mission; a school, hospital, church complex just out-
side of PAP. In the afternoon, Dave H., Dave S.,
Zachary and Wayne flew up north to Cap Haitien
for four days. They went to church at the village of
Baudin and the service lasted three hours and 20
minutes. The group in PAP went to Central Meth-
odist Church, then took a driving tour of the center
of PAP, passing the damaged capitol building.

On June 13, the up north group went to Baudin.
UMC of Ludington sponsors Baudin Elementary
School and Dave H. met with the school principal
and left money for the teachers. They toured the
school and Baudin Agriculture School, and helped
install Sawyer water filtédfdwo at the elementary
school, one at the Ag school, one at Pastor Mat-
thew's home and one to Wilson, a translator, for his
home. Money was left for Wilson and for the Ag
school caretaker.
