 Focus on  
 

 
As part of our serial study of the various church 
committees, in this issue we focus on the Altar 
Guild, those behind-the-scenes members who pre-
pare the sanctuary for worship each Sunday. Below 
is a list of their tasks. 
 

Prepare Communion elements (grape juice and 
bread) when needed; 
Prepare Baptismal font for Baptisms; 
Order Easter flowers and poinsettias; 
Choose and place paraments (altar cloth, pulpit 
hanging, sanctuary banners) based on the season 
of the Christian year. (For example, the para-
ments are purple during Lent and Advent, white 
at Christmas and Epiphany, and white on Com-
munion Sundays). 

 
This yearõs Altar Guild members are Lynne Martin, 
Erma Rodgers, Linda Johnson, Sharon Wagner, 
Ramona Myers and Marcia Olmstead. 
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Answers to Front Page Quiz  
 
1.  Altar: The table in the chancel holding a cross, 
candles, flowers, sometimes Communion elements 
 
2. Chancel: The raised front of the sanctuary 
 
3.  Good Friday: The day Jesus Christ was crucified. 
We call it òGoodó because his death reconciled us 
with God, and because God conquered death and 
resurrected Christ on Easter. 
 
4.  Lent: The six-week period of preparation leading 
up to Easter; a time for examining our lives and 
drawing closer to God. Some people fast during 
Lent. Lent begins on Ash Wednesday. The Sundays 
between Ash Wednesday and Easter are called òThe 
Sundays IN Lentó because they donõt count as part 
of Lent. (Because Jesus was raised from the dead on 
a Sunday, every Sunday is a celebration for Chris-
tians). 
 
5.  Maundy Thursday: The Thursday before Good 
Friday, when Jesus ate his Last Supper with his disci-
ples. Itõs called òMaundyó from the Latin word for 
òmandateó (mandatum) because Jesus commanded his 
disciples to love one another as he had loved them. 
 

 
 
6.  Narthex: The gathering space between the front 
doors and the sanctuary. 
 
7.  Praise Band: The guitars, drums, singers and 
others who lead music at the 9:30 service. 
 
8. Praise Choir: The subset of Chancel Choir who 
sing and lead praise songs at the 11:00 service the 
first Sunday of each month. 
 
9. Sacristy: The little storage room containing extra 
candles, grape juice, altar cloths and other worship 
supplies. 
 
10.  Sanctuary:  The big room where we worship 
 
11.  UMW: United Methodist Women, open to all 
women who attend our church 
 
12. UMCOR: United Methodist Committee on Re-
lief, the mission arm of The United Methodist 
Church.
