Save up to three lives when you donate one pint of 
your blood! Our next American Red Cross blood 
drive is Tuesday, November 8 from noon to 6:00 
pm in Fellowship Hall. Call the office to make an 
appointment, or just walk in! 
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 one year old and is living in a Social Welfare Insti-
tute. She was abandoned two days before Christmas 
last year, at two months old, in front of the gates of 
a hotel in Maoming City, in the Maonan District of 
the Guangdong Province of the Peopleõs Republic 
of China. 
 
We have always planned to name our future daugh-
ter Savannah. We found out that Savannahõs Chinese 
name is Shanshan (similar to Savannah), which just 
happens to mean Gift from the Divine Land or Kingdom. 
Just in case God hasnõt dropped enough hints that 
this is the daughter He intended for us, we found 
out that her birthday is estimated to be October 11, 
only 3 days from Amyõs. The orphanage stated that 
they estimate it within a few days, so it is entirely 
possible that her birthday is even the same day as 
Amyõs. 

 
We are grateful to her 
biological mother for 
having the courage to 
leave her baby outside 
that hotel on that De-
cember day, most 
likely knowing that 
she would be found 
by authorities, taken 
to a hospital and sub-
sequently put up for 
adoption. 
 
Thank you, UMCL 
Family, for support-
ing us through this 

journey. We would very much appreciate continued 
prayers for our daughterõs safety and for our safe 
travels on our trip to China. We will continue to up-
date you and we cannot wait to introduce her to 
each and every one of you who helped in some way 
to bring her home. We also very  much look forward 
to Pastor Tom baptizing her, keeping in tradition 
with all of our children who have been baptized at 
UMCL over the last 10 years.

An Update from the Patterson Family  
Greg & Amy Patterson & Boys  

 
We wanted to write and update you on our family, as 
many of you have wondered why we haven't been in 
attendance with our five little blonde-haired boys in 
awhile :)  We have been away from church for sev-
eral months due to Amy having some health is-
sues.  She  has had another surgery, will be recover-
ing for approximately six weeks thereafter and is ex-
pected to have great results. After this last proce-
dure, we are expecting her to return to completely 
normal health and we cannot wait to return to 
church - we have greatly missed our church family at 
UMCL and appreciate your cards, notes and prayers 
in our absence.   
 
We also wanted to update you on our adoption. As 
many of you may recall, we began an adoption from 
Mongolia back in January of 2009. Many of you 
were kind enough to support us in a tshirt fundraiser 
we held here at church to defray some of our adop-
tion expenses, or you held us up in prayer. We spent 
two years working on that adoption, only to learn 
that the Mongolian government was closing to inter-
national adoptions. Mongolia will always have a spe-
cial place in our hearts, as well as the plight of the 
children there. 
 
In January of 2011, we began a special needs adop-
tion from China. We almost lost that adoption as 
well, as Chinaõs rules were scheduled to change on 
October 1 and if our paperwork did not clear the 
U.S. Embassy and arrive in China by the 1st, we 
would once again be faced with having to start all 
over again, no closer to having the daughter (and 
sister for the boys) that we have always wanted. 
 
Several small miracles then occurred. 
 
We were told by officials that our paperwork would 
not make it in time, as it was shipped only days be-
fore the deadline. We were devastated and asked for 
prayers. Friends and family prayedñand it worked. 
The plane landed carrying our paperwork just in the 
nick of time. 
 
Then, only days later, on Amyõs birthday, October 8, 
2011, we literally received a gift from God. We were 
officially matched with a beautiful little girl, who is
